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Summary

In addition, because market-linked notes result in
increased operational, funding and liability management costs to us, we typically borrow the funds under these notes at a rate that is more favorable to us than the rate that
we might pay for a conventional fixed or floating rate debt security. This rate, which we refer to in this term sheet as our internal funding rate, is typically lower than the rate
we would pay when we issue conventional fixed or floating rate debt securities. This generally relatively lower internal funding rate, which is reflected in the economic terms
of the notes, along with the fees and charges associated with market-linked notes, resulted in the initial estimated value of the notes on the pricing date being less than their
public offering price.

Payments on the notes, including the interest payments on the notes and the amount you receive at maturity or upon an automatic call, will be calculated based on the $10
per unit principal amount. The Redemption Amount will depend on the performance of the Underlying Stock. In order to meet these payment obligations, at the time we issue
the notes, we may choose to enter into certain hedging arrangements (which may include call options, put options or other derivatives) with MLPF&S or one of its affiliates.
The terms of these hedging arrangements are determined by seeking bids from market participants, including MLPF&S and its affiliates, and take into account a number of
factors, including our creditworthiness, interest rate movements, the volatility of the Underlying Stock, the tenor of the notes and the tenor of the hedging arrangements. The
economic terms of the notes and their initial estimated value depend in part on the terms of these hedging arrangements.

MLPF&S has advised us that the hedging arrangements will include a hedging related charge of approximately $0.60 per unit, reflecting an estimated profit to be credited to
MLPF&S from these transactions. Since hedging entails risk and may be influenced by unpredictable market forces, additional profits and losses from these hedging
arrangements may be realized by MLPF&S or any third party hedge providers.

m  You agree with us (in the absence of an administrative determination, or judicial ruling to the contrary) to characterize and treat the notes for all tax purposes
as an income-bearing single financial contract linked to the Underlying Stock.

m  Under this characterization and tax treatment of the notes, we intend to take the position that the stated periodic interest payments constitute taxable
ordinary income to a U.S. Holder (as defined beginning on page 99 of the prospectus) at the time received or accrued in accordance with the U.S. Holder’s
regular method of accounting. Upon receipt of a cash payment at maturity or upon a sale or exchange of the notes prior to maturity (other than amounts
representing accrued stated periodic interest payments), a U.S. Holder generally will recognize capital gain or loss. This capital gain or loss generally will be
long-term capital gain or loss if you hold the notes for more than one year.

m  No assurance can be given that the IRS or any court will agree with this characterization and tax
treatment.

In addition, this opinion is subject to the assumption that the trustee’s certificate of
authentication of the Master Note has been manually signed by one of the trustee’s authorized officers and to customary assumptions about the trustee’s authorization,
execution and delivery of the indenture governing the notes, the validity, binding nature and enforceability of the indenture governing the notes with respect to the trustee, the
legal capacity of natural persons, the genuineness of signatures, the authenticity of all documents submitted to McGuireWoods LLP as originals, the conformity to original
documents of all documents submitted to McGuireWoods LLP as copies thereof, the authenticity of the originals of such copies and certain factual matters, all as stated in the
letter of McGuireWoods LLP dated February 27, 2015, which has been filed as an exhibit to BAC’s Registration Statement relating to the notes filed with the Securities and
Exchange Commission on February 27, 2015.
