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Summary

The Leveraged Index Return Notes® Linked to the Dow Jones Industrial AverageSM, due April 29, 2022 (the “notes”) are our senior unsecured debt securities. Payments

on the notes are fully and unconditionally guaranteed by BAC. The notes and the related guarantee are not insuredby the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation or secured
by collateral.

Unless otherwise stated, all information on the Index provided in this term sheet is derived from Dow Jones Indexes, the marketing name and a licensed trademark of CME
Indexes. The Index is a price-weighted index, which means an underlying stock’s weight in the Index is based on its price per share rather than the total market capitalization
of the issuer. The Index is designed to provide an indication of the composite performance of 30 common stocks of corporations representing a broad cross-section of U.S.
industry. The corporations represented in the Index tend to be market leaders in their respective industries and their stocks are typically widely held by individuals and
institutional investors.

While there are no rules for component selection, a stock typically is added only if it has an excellent
reputation, demonstrates sustained growth, is of interest to a large number of investors and accurately represents the sector(s) covered by the average.

Changes in the composition of the Index are made entirely by the Averages Committee without consultation with the corporations represented in the Index, any stock
exchange, any official agency or us. Unlike most other indices, which are reconstituted according to a fixed review schedule, constituents of the Index are@viewed on an as-
needed basis. Changes to the common stocks included in the Index tend to be made infrequently, and the underlying stocks of the Index may be changed at any time for any
reason.

Under our distribution agreement with MLPF&S, MLPF&S will purchase the notes from us as principal at the public offering price indicated on the cover of this term sheet,
less the indicated underwriting discount.

MLPF&S, a broker-dealer subsidiary of BAC, is a member of the Financial Industry Regulatory Authority, Inc. (‘FINRA”) and will participate as selling agent in the distribution
of the notes. Accordingly, offerings of the notes will conform to the requirements of Rule 5121 applicable to FINRA members MLPF&S may not make sales in this offering to
any of its discretionary accounts without the prior written approval of the account holder.

We will deliver the notes against payment therefor in New York, New York on a date that is greater than three business days following the pricing datdUnder Rule 15c6-1 of
the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, trades in the secondary market generally are required to settle in three business days, unless the parties to any such trade expressly
agree otherwise. Accordingly, purchasers who wish to trade the notes more than three business days prior to the original issue date will be required to specify alternative
settlement arrangements to prevent a failed settlement.

The notes will not be listed on any securities exchange.In the original offering of the notes, the notes will be sold in minimum investment amounts of 100 units.If you place
an order to purchase the notes, you are consenting to MLPF&S acting as a principal in effecting the transaction for your account.

Structuring the Notes

The notes are our debt securities, the return on which is linked to theperformance of the Index. The related guarantees are BAC'’s obligations. As is the case for all of
our and BAC's respective debt securities, including our market-linked notes, the economic terms of the notes reflect ourand BAC'’s actual or perceived creditworthiness at
the time of pricing. In addition, because market-linked notes result in increased operational, funding and liability management costs to us and BAC, BAC typically
borrows the funds under these types of notes at a rate that is more favorable toBAC than the rate that it might pay for a conventional fixed or floating rate debt

security. This rate, which we refer to in this term sheet as BAC’s internal funding rate, is typically lower than the rate BAC would pay when it issues conventional fixed or
floating rate debt securities. This generally relatively lower internal fundingrate, which is reflected in the economic terms of the notes, along with the fees and charges
associated with market-linked notes, resulted in the initial estimated value of the notes on the pricing date being less than their public offering price

At maturity, we are required to pay the Redemption Amount to holders of the notes, which will be calculated based on theserformance of the Index and the $10 per

unit principal amount. In order to meet these payment obligations, at the time we issue the notes, we may choose to enter into certain hedging arrangements (which may
include call options, put options or other derivatives) with MLPF&S or one of our other affiliates. The terms of these hedging arrangements are determined by seeking bids
from market participants, including MLPF&S and its affiliates, and take into account a number of factors, including ourand BAC'’s creditworthiness, interest rate movements,
the volatility of the Index, the tenor of the notes and the tenor of the hedging arrangements.
