Summary

The Market-Linked Step Up Notes Linked to an International Equity Index Basket, due July , 2021 (the “notes”) are our senior unsecured debt securities. Paymentson the notes are fully and
unconditionally guaranteed by BAC. The notes and the related guarantee are not insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation or secured by collateral. The notes will rank equally
with all of BofA Finance's other unsecured and unsubordinated debt, and the related guarantee will rank equally with all of BAC's other unsecured and unsubordinated
obligations. Any payments due on the notes, including any repayment of principal, will be subject to the credit risk of BofA Finance, as issuer, and BAC, as guarantor.The notes
provide you with a Step Up Payment if the Ending Value of the Market Measure, which is the global equity basket described below (the “Basket”), is equal to or greater than its Starting Value,
but is not greater than the Step Up Value. If the Ending Value is greater than the Step Up Value, you will participate on a 1-for-1 basis in the increase in the level of the Index above the Starting
Value.

Each of the MXEF and the MXEF is a MSCI Index.”
The Country Indices

Each country’s index included in an MSCI Index s referred to as a “Country Index.” Under the MSCI methodology, each Country Index is an “MSCI Global Standard Index."The components of
each Country Index used to be selected by the index sponsor from among the universe of securities eligible for inclusion in therelevant Country Index so as to target an 85% free float-adjusted
market representation level within each of a number of industry groups, subject to adjustments to (i) provide for sufficient liquidity, (ii) reflect foreign investment restrictions (only those securities
that can be held by non-residents of the country corresponding to the relevant Country Index are included) and (iii) meet certain other investibility criteria.

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The EURO STOXX 502 Index

The EURO STOXX 50 Index (the “SX5E”) was created by STOXX Limited (“STOXX”), which is part of the Deutsche Bérse Group. Publication of the SX5E began in February 1998, based on
an initial Index level of 1,000 at December 31, 1991.

Index Composition and Maintenance

For each of the 19 EURO STOXX regional supersector indices, the stocks are ranked in terms of free-float market capitalization. The largest stocks are added to the selection list until the
coverage is close to, but still less than, 60% of the free-float market capitalization of the corresponding supersector index. If the next highest-ranked stock brings the coverage closer to 60% in
absolute terms, then it is also added to the selection list. All current stocks in the SX5E are then added to the selection list. All of the stocks on the selection list are then ranked in terms of free-
float market capitalization to produce the final index selection list. The largest 40 stocks on the selection list are selected; the remaining 10 stocks are selected from the largest remaining current
stocks ranked between 41 and 60; if the number of stocks selected is still below 50, then the largest remaining stocks are selected until there are 50 stocks. In exceptional cases, STOXX’s
management board can add stocks to and remove them from the selection list.
